BURGHFIELD PARISH COUNCIL

ALLOTMENT GARDEN RULES

SUBJECT TO THE ALLOTMENT ACTS 1908 TO 1950

Whereas the Parish Council wants to let the allotment land for use as allotment gardens, access is restricted to Tenants and their guests, Council Officers, Members and any Parish Council nominated persons.

The Parish Council will identify neglected allotments and give notice to the allotment holder to cultivate the allotment within 30 days or relinquish their tenancy, unless there are mitigating circumstances such as illness, which has been advised to the Parish Council.
Tenants must at all times abide by the terms of agreement as laid out by the Parish Council and observe any rules and recommendations which may be posted on the notice board or around the site. 
Tenants must at all times conduct themselves in an orderly and courteous manner. Abuse to officials, in any capacity, will not be tolerated and will result in the termination of tenancy agreements.  

Any breach of these rules may result in the eviction by the Parish Council.

The tenancy of the allotment plot(s) shall terminate six months after the death of the tenant. It may also be terminated by the Council by re-entry:


a.
If the rent is not paid by the due date


b.
If the tenant is not observing the rules affecting the allotment plot(s) or any other 

term or conditions of tenancy.


c.
The tenant shall at all times comply with the conditions relative to the payment of 

rent for
the allotment plot(s).

Any Member or Officer of the Council shall be entitled at any time to enter and inspect the allotment plot(s).
The Tenant shall:

a.
Keep the allotment plot(s) clean and in a good state of cultivation and fertility and not dump 
rubbish or any other material on other allotments or within the site.

b. 
Not cause any nuisance or annoyance to the occupier of any other allotment plots or 
obstruct any path.

c.
Not, without the written consent of the Council, cut or prune any timber or other trees, or 
take, sell or carry away any mineral, gravel, sand or clay on the allotment plot(s).

d.
The tenant shall not, erect any building or structure on the allotment plot of more than 1.25 metres in height (with the exception of fencing or fruit cages) 
e.
Not underlet, assign or part with the possession of the allotment plot (s) or any part 
thereof, under any circumstances.

f.
Keep all dogs on a lead within the allotment site and when tethered the dog(s) are to be 
within the boundary of their owners allotment and all faeces must be removed from site.

g.
Be responsible for the actions of all their guests, both children and adults, that are brought 
onto the site and  shall ensure that they do not cause any nuisance or annoyance to any 
other person. All children under the age of 16 must be accompanied by a responsible adult 
at all times.

h.
Not use any form of barbed wire for a fence.

i.
Any carpet or underlay used on the site is to be removed. The tenant will be invoiced for any removals having to be carried out by the council.  

j.
Use organic compost wherever possible. The use of peat is destroying peat bogs and leading 
to the extinction of rare plant and animal species.

k.
Ensure that any bonfire is not left unattended and be aware of wind direction to avoid 
smoke being blown towards local properties.

l.
Avoid chemicals and slug pellets that will harm wildlife.

m.
Not obstruct any of the paths and keep adjoining paths in good condition and regularly cut.

n.
At all times ensure that all gates to the allotment plot(s) are securely closed if last to leave 
the site.

o.
The Tenant shall pay RENT at the declared rate, payable 6 months in advance and 6 months in arrears, for the period 1st October to the 29th September each year. 
p.
Any plot on the perimeter of the site is to leave a 2 metre margin around the hedge line. 

p.
All previous Allotment Rules are hereby cancelled
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
