Election of Chairman


Resolved that Roger Hannington be elected Chairman of the Allotments Management Sub 


   Committee for the duration of the current Municipal year.

Resolved that Mick Hall be elected Vice Chairman of the Allotments Management Sub 


   Committee for the duration of the current Municipal Year.

Matters Arising on the Minutes

The representatives of the plot holders expressed their appreciation for the provision of the 
additional water troughs.   
6.
Allotments Administration

Water Troughs.  As recorded above, appreciation had been forthcoming for the provision 


    of the additional water troughs on the Common and Hatch allotments. 



    Attention was directed to the need for inspection of the ball valves 



    supplying water to the troughs. The “doubling up” had not been applied to 


    all the Common troughs and this omission would be rectified.


Rules

    The revised rules had been distributed to all of the plot holders attending 


    the rent payment day at the village hall.  Additional information in regard 


    to the period applicable to rent increases and also collection dates  was 


    considered to be an essential addition and the appropriate amendments 


    would be introduced.

Uncultivated Plots
The treatment of uncultivated or unattended plots was given 




consideration. It was recommended that all uncultivated plots be 



rotovated before being let following the termination of a 





tenancy.




The plot holder representatives accepted that a role for them would 



be to monitor the plots to ensure that they were being cultivated and 



to submit a quarterly report on their observations.




It was noted that a register of persons requiring to rent allotments 



was in being and that priority at all times must be given to 




parishioners.


Compost

A number of issues had previously been raised in regard to the 




treatment of compost, the latest recommendation being that two 




communal areas would be held for the accumulation of compostable 



material. This was now considered to be impracticable and it was -



recommended that all plotholders accumulate their compostable 



material on their own plot, ensuring that it is turned at frequent 




intervals to deter the nesting of rodents. The bonfire area on the 




Hatch allotments would be retained as previously agreed.


Vehicle Track

It was agreed that the previously agreed vehicle track consolidation 




from the entrance to the Hatch allotments to the end of the ground 



should go ahead. Delays had been experienced due to the selection of 



materials and the specific detail of the width of the tracks.


Security

Plot holders were requested to report, and obtain a reference number 



from the police, when damage was done to crops on the allotments.





This may allow greater attention to be paid to the ground, especially 



during the main growing season.
