The unauthorised felling of two mature Oak trees on Badgers Glade had been reported to 

West Berkshire District Council Environment Department, and Amelia Williams, the 


Arboricultural Consultant, had attended a site meeting to ascertain the nature of the damage. 

Members were made aware of the facts leading to the felling and the firm responsible had offered compensation in the form of 4 mature replacement container Oak trees with a value not less than £1,000.00
