To receive the WSP Hydraulic Assessment Report on the Hatch Allotments and to 


take such action as considered necessary


Following the flooding during July 2007, West Berkshire District Council had published a 
report. The Parish Council required further information in regard to the Hatch area in 
Burghfield, and WSP were commissioned to investigate the flooding in the vicinity of the 
Hatch allotments, with special emphasis on the ability of the existing ditches and culverts to 
evacuate water from the land before the threat of local flooding was apparent.


The Burghfield Allotments, Burghfield Hydraulic Assessment Report  had been 
received 
and contained sections on the July 2007, rainfall event, which ,according to the Met 


office had an estimated return period of 169 days, Hydraulic Modelling Results, a


Sensitivity Analysis, an Appraisal of Mitigation Options and Conclusions.


The conclusions and recommendations were distributed to the members present, and are 
appended to the minutes


Following a general discussion of the various aspects of the report it was resolved that a copy 
of the narrative section be sent to West Berkshire with a request for their conclusions, and that 
no further work be requested from WSP.  It was noted that there had been no feed back from 
the District since the site meeting during February.
