Rural Housing Trust
A press statement was received from the Rural Housing Trust, informing the parish council that the Trust had decided to wind down the development activities of both the Trust and its subsidiary, RHT Developments Ltd., and that no further action could be undertaken by the Trust in regard to the proposed scheme in Burghfield.
