Village Design Statement
Members discussed the preparations for the first of the Open Days to be held on 27th September. The venue was not yet confirmed, the Village Hall was booked by a long term hirer, but one of the local school halls was preferred if at all possible.
The means of communicating details of the event to parishioners was given consideration, and the following procedures were agreed:

· A single side A5 size flyer would be produced by Stephen James.

· Distribution would be by way of the local schools and by a door to door distribution for the post codes RG7 and RG30.

· Copies of the flyer would be sent to local papers, radio and TV stations.

· The first drop would be as early as could be arranged, the second during September.

· Stephen James would obtain a projector for the first work shop.

· Derek Woad would loan a lap top and screen.
· The Clerk would endeavor to obtain display screens from West Berkshire Council.
· Members would willingly undertake tasks allocated to them!

Prudential – Kennet Valley Park
The statement made by the Minister for the South East, Jonathan Shaw on 17th July 2008, had stated that:
“Strategic flood risk assessments will ensure new development is
delivered in a way that mitigates the threat of flooding. The proposed
strategic development area south west of Reading has been removed
because of concern about flood risks”.
A meeting called by Green Issues to explain the Prudential’s next proposals had been postponed, but the meeting at Burghfield Village Hall on 31 July, called by the Kennet Valley Preservation Association, was still on schedule.

A public consultation period had been introduced for comments to be submitted in regard to the South East Plan, and the Parish Council, and parishioners, had until 24 October to make their views known.

Following consideration of the current situation, Members were asked to submit their views to the Chairman by not later than 14 August. A letter would be compiled for submission to the Government Office for the South East, taking into account all of the known objections to the proposal.

10.
Rural Housing Trust

The letter to the Rural Housing Trust informing them of the Parish Council’s decision had been acknowledged, but no further communication had been received to date.
