Village Design Statement


It was agreed that further work was needed before the draft Village Design 
Statement was  ready to be submitted to the Parish Council as a finished 
document. The latest version had been sent to Planning Aid for their 


observations, but additional information was needed in regard to Burghfield 
Village and Burghfield Bridge areas.

8.
Rural Housing Trust – Hastoe Housing Association

Alison Read, previously with the Rural Housing Trust, and now Senior 

Development Officer with Hastoe Housing Association, had attended the last 

meeting of the Committee and had submitted a written report of her 

presentation. This paper, appended to the minutes, had been distributed with 
the agenda and Members had been able to consider in detail the information 
contained therein.

The Parish Council had previously resolved to proceed with a scheme 
administered by Hastoe, always providing that the dwellings were made 
available to parishioners. It had been well over three years since the original 

survey on housing needs within he parish had been conducted and, taking into 
account the costs outlined in the report it was considered necessary for another 
to be 
undertaken to find out the current needs within the parish.

Resolved that Alison be requested to outline the procedure necessary to 


  
    undertake a second parish survey to prove, or disprove, the need for 



    a form of affordable housing within the parish.
9.
Local Development Framework Consultation


A consultation exercise was currently being held by West Berkshire District 
Council in accordance with their obligation in regard to Options for the future 
– the preferred options Core Strategy. Full details of the procedures and 
requirements were available on the West Berkshire web site The core strategy 
showed how the development planned for West Berkshire to 2026 will shape 
the future of the District. The end date for the current round of consultations 
was Friday 3 July 2009.

In view of the limited time available it was resolved that The Chairman be 
given delegated powers to submit the Parish Council views, based on the 
following points.

i. Future development in the Burghfield Common area should be minimal

ii. Burghfield Village is very attractive and should remain as it is, with few exceptions.

iii. Burghfield Bridge area has limited scope, but the low lying areas present very real flooding problems.
iv. Brown field sites, excluding existing cultivated gardens, may provide limited opportunities.


Members were urged to submit their own supportive views before the deadline 
date.

10.
Consideration of Electronic Planning Applications

An earlier parish/district council conference had raised the possibility of plans 
being made available to parish councils electronically, instead of the current 
paper versions. Before any such scheme was implemented, the District 
Council would need to ensure that parish councils were suitably equipped to 
deal with the revised procedures, and may need to provide the necessary 
equipment to ensure that all parishes could cope.


The plans were currently available on the web site and, following 
consideration of the various issues, it was resolved to attempt to evaluate the 
planning applications available at the next full meeting of the Planning 
Committee by accessing the web site and displaying the plans instead of using 
the paper versions.
