Section 106 Developer Contributions
No further information was available following the Parish Council’s request for consideration to be given to section 106 developer contributions to be directly available to the local parish council for all qualifying development within a parish.
8.
Village Design Statement

The current position was examined, with the following decisions;
· All contributors would be requested to submit their outstanding reports by not later than Wednesday 11 March.
· That an attempt would be made to prepare a printers draft by the end of March.

· A further contribution would be offered to Planning Aid if Phil Turner was prepared to edit and comment on the draft before it was sent to West Berkshire Council for formal ratification.

9.
Rural Housing Trust

Following the cessation of the Rural Housing Trust, attempts had been made 

to seek a successor partner that was willing, and capable, of developing a 


scheme along the lines previously negotiated with the Trust. 
Following detailed and protracted negotiations, the RHT Area Programme Manager had submitted the name of a like minded organisation that would be prepared to progress the scheme, and the Parish Council was invited to consider this option. Two other alternatives i.e. to abandon the scheme or try to find another partner with no knowledge of the scheme were not considered to be viable options.

Recommended that the Hastoe Housing Association be approached with a 

view to taking on the local scheme that started with the RHT, and that, in the interim, initial contact be made with HHA to confirm that their views on allocation were in line with the Parish Council’s.

Burghfield and Area Children’s Centre
Councillors Carol Jackson-Doerge and Stephen James had attended a meeting at Mrs. Bland’s School, when outline proposals had been aired in connection with an application for planning permission for a new dedicated Children’s

Centre. If approved the centre within the school grounds would work in partnership with health visitors to deliver a Parents and First Teachers programme.

Science and Innovation Park, Cutbush Lane


An invitation was received to attend an exhibition relating to proposals from 


the University of Reading to construct a Science and Innovation Park on land 


between the M4 and Cutbush Lane, to the north of Shinfield Grange. The 


event was to be held on Saturday 14th March from 10.00am to 4.00 pm.

Part retrospective. Extension of recycling facility for construction, demolition and excavation materials including the partial infilling of former quarry with inert waste, erection of workshop and office/weighbridge and retention of open storage area.

Observations to Planning Authority

The Parish Council has specific concerns which must be addressed prior to decision making. The following should be addressed.. 

1.
The Design and Access Statement refers to an additional 238 movements per 


day plus the additional traffic that will visit the AWE Burghfield site.

2.
Wildlife will be significantly disturbed.

3.
The Environment Agency report was not included with the papers sent to the 


Parish Council.

4.
There will be a visual impact from the Burghfield Road.

5.
The site screening should consist of mature plants with very precise planning 


conditions applied to their maintenance.

6.
A vehicle and wheel cleaning plant must be required, with specific conditions 


in regard to no mud and dust being taken off site.

7.
This development must be monitored throughout its active life to ensure 


constant adherence to the associated conditions.
