Section 106 Developer Contributions
The Section 106 developer contributions received from West Berkshire District Council had been provided for the purpose of “Open Spaces”, but a more specific use of the money had been requested. It was recommended 
that the current amount so far received from West Berkshire District Council should be spent on the acquisition of additional play equipment to be installed on the open spaces in the parish recreation grounds.

Village Design Statement


The Chairman confirmed that, following the two workshops, all but one of the 

teams had now submitted their papers in regard to the proposed contents of the Village Design Statement. The Clerk was requested to urge the immediate submission of the information prepared to date. Councillor Matt Paterson-Borland, in place of the Chairman who would be out of the country on a work consignment, undertook to receive the data and collate it with the existing team submissions.

Rural Housing Trust


The Parish Council had accepted the recommendation that the Hastoe Housing 


Association be approached with a view to taking on the local scheme that 


started with the RHT, and that, in the interim, initial contact be made with 


HHA to confirm that their views on allocation were in line with the Parish 


Council’s. The new set up would begin during April 2009, but the Clerk had 


already made initial contact to introduce the aims of the Parish Council.
