Hastoe Housing Association – to receive the latest information.


Information from the land owner was still awaited in regard to the availability of the land, and 
no further action would be considered until this decision had been obtained. Alison Read, the 
Senior Development Officer at Hastoe Housing Association, had not replied to several recent 
communications and a reply was awaited from Hastoe head office.

The full Word VDS document had now been taken to West Berkshire District Council for their 
approval and adoption. Following an exchange of emails, it was anticipated that the District 
Council’s comments on the latest draft would be received by the end of the month.

Parish Council’s Local Development Framework observations to be submitted to West 
Berkshire District Council.



As requested, the Chairman had prepared a response from the Parish Council to the proposed 
West Berkshire Local Development Framework. This document had been received and 
acknowledged by the District Council. The paper submitted is appended to these minutes.

9.
Proposed On Line Links to the West Berkshire Council’s Planning Applications 
Submitted to Parish Councils for Observations.

On two occasions, mention at Parish/District Council conferences has been made of the 

intention of West Berkshire District Council to develop a system to enable Parish Councils 
to receive and comment upon electronic versions of planning applications. The Planning 
Committee, supported by the Parish Council, has enthusiastically supported this proposal and 
Royce Longton submitted a Members bid for funds for the appropriate software and hardware 
to enable the Parish Council “to 
participate in a trial that would enable electronically 
transmitted planning applications to be satisfactorily received, commented upon and returned 
to the District Council” The Head of Planning had supported the application with the 
following words: “The bid relates to the purchase and implementation of a system to manage 
the receipt, distribution, display and response to electronic planning application consultations. 
If successful the system would allow effective communication with Parish Councillors, the 
Public and the District Council through email and projected images at Council meetings. The 
bid supports the Government’s and the District Council’s electronic planning initiative. If 
successful the initiatives could be used as a model for other Parish Council’s”. 

Upon consideration of the application, the bid was rejected with the following words:

“The Panel felt they could not approve the request at the present time – further consultation is 
needed”.

Members were of the opinion that this negative attitude to a proposal to investigate the 
possibility of closer electronic links with both the District Council and the Parish Council was
a matter for regret, and asked that a  request be made for the further consultation 
exercise to 
commence in the near future.
