Section 106 Developer Contributions


The vast majority of the developer contributions arising from successful planning 


applications were paid direct to the District Council, and allocated in accordance with 
internal claims procedures. The Parish Council would be entitled to claim for local 
projects providing that they were included in a revised Parish Action Plan that had 
been approved by the District Council. It was only when a developer specifically 


asked for a part contribution to go towards parish council open spaces that money was 


received without further claim.

The Chairman of the Parish Council had attended a Flood Alleviation meeting on 22 April at the site of the Theale Lakes Business Park, when the February 2009 flooding had been discussed. The provisional outcome was that studies would need to be done to ascertain the successful outcome of providing drainage from one lake to another and the guesstimate of the likely cost was around £100.000. The view had been expressed that it may be possible to finance the scheme from developer contributions received by the District Council. Whilst the way in which the project would be approached was not entirely clear, the representatives would aim to apply to West Berkshire District Council for the release of section 106 developer contributions to fund the project.

Village Design Statement

A draft VDS had been collated by Councillor Matthew Paterson-Borland and had been electronically distributed prior to the meeting. Matthew was thanked for his work.

The future activities in relation to the draft document were examined, with the following decisions:

i. An edited version of the draft would be sent to Phil Turner at Planning Aid to get an expert opinion on the contents and suitability for adoption by the District Council.

ii. Paul Lawrence would select photographs for inclusion in the document, including the wildlife areas north of the M4.

iii. The Listed Properties within the parish would be added to the document

10.
Rural Housing Trust


Alison Read, formally the Area Programme Manager of the Rural Housing Trust and 


now with the Hastoe Housing Association, had confirmed that Hastoe were prepared 


to take over the Parish Council project for the development of a scheme originally 

negotiated with the RHT, including the condition that the properties would be made available to parishioners. Hastoe had only just taken over the work and further information would be forthcoming.

where details of proposed amendments to the planning system had been outlined.
