Hastoe Housing Association – to receive the latest information.


Information from the land owner was still awaited in regard to the availability of  land.
Alison Read, the Senior Development Officer liaising with the Parish Council, was no longer 
employed at Hastoe Housing Association and no replies had been received from 
communications addressed to the head office.


In view of the time elapsed since the potential project had commenced, the distinct lack of any 
positive progress  and the realization that “Affordable Housing” was not within the grasp of 
the lowest group of wage earners within the parish, it was resolved to recommend that the 
Parish Council abandons the Affordable Housing project within the parish.
7.
To note the current position of the Village Design Statement 

The District Council planning department staff had reviewed in detail the final draft of the 
Village 
Design Statement received from the Parish Council and the comments and revised 
document had been presented to the Committee. The main alterations were included 
within the Planning and 
Development Guidelines, where the Parish Council’s views that “ 
proposals for the infilling of garden land either by individual structures or larger residential 
developments require very careful consideration in respect of the impact on the immediate 
area, the street scene and neighbouring residents” had been deleted. There was, however, an 
opportunity to strengthen a paragraph under 4.8 Gardens. 

Members appreciated the professional guidance received in connection with the preparation of 
the VDS, both from Planning Aid and Paula Amorelli and Sarah McCullough at West 
Berkshire District Council  and recognised that it had been finalised in the light of recent 
amended planning and development guidelines.

Resolved that the Final VDS draft received back from the District Council be endorsed with 

   the agreed minor amendments and returned, with thanks, to the District Council for 

   the consultation process and subsequent formal adoption.

8.
Section 106 Developer Contributions

A number of planning applications granted within the parish had attracted section 106 
contributions to be spent in the development of open spaces, and discussions were ongoing for 
a further amount to be released to the parish council for approved schemes.

9.
Parish Walks

Following the report that further section 106 money may be available, it was resolved to 
request 
the Environment and Recreation Committee to examine the possibility of developing 
circular
parish walks in addition to the statutory footways that straddled the parish. The lake 
areas were suggested as a possible route. Whilst on the subject of the Environment, the 
Committee was to be requested to ask West Berkshire Council to repair the surface of Church 
Road.
