Village Design Statement


Following discussions between the Clerk and Senior Planning Officers at West Berkshire 
District Council, a revised draft of the Village Design Statement had now been received 
together with recommendations as to the amendments that were required in order to get to the 
stage when the document could be delivered to the District Council for formal adoption.


The revised VDS draft and the General Observations sheet are produced as separate 
documents and were circulated to all Planning Committee members. The final document will 
be published in hard copy and also be available on the Parish Council web site.


The Chairman and Vice Chairman of the Committee undertook to update the document along 
the recommended lines, and all Members were requested to assist in the taking of such 
photographs as were needed to amplify the various descriptions. 


The target date for the completion of the document, requested by the Chairman of the Parish 


Council was 25 February, with a view to the VDS being adopted by the Parish Council on 11 
March 2010.

7.
Hastoe Housing Association – to receive the latest information.


Alison Read, the Senior Development Officer at Hastoe Housing Association, had continued to be in communication with the Clerk. Information from the land owner was still awaited in regard to the availability of the land, and no further action would be considered until this decision had been obtained.

8.
Local Development Framework


District Councillor Royce Longton had drawn attention to the Local Development Framework 
during his report to the Parish Council at the last meeting. A draft of West Berkshire District 
Council’s Core Strategy was to have been considered at their meeting on 21 January 2010, 
and then would be placed on deposit for public consultation.


In terms of housing, the Core Strategy sets out the broad pattern of new housing development 
for the South East Plan period, 2006-2026. The present Draft Core Strategy refers to the 
Kennet Valley region. It is proposed that 800 new homes be built here, focused on Burghfield 
Common and Mortimer, with lesser development at smaller villages in the regions such as 
Burghfield, Aldermaston and Woolhampton. About half of these 800 houses have either been 


built since 2006, or have planning permission. About 150 additional new homes to 2026 are 
proposed for each of Burghfield Common and Mortimer.


District Councillor Carol Jackson-Doerge confirmed that the Draft Strategy had been adopted 
at the meeting on the 21 January.

9.
Withdrawal of the Berkshire Unitary Authorities Minerals and Waste Core Strategy.

Written confirmation had been received that the Secretary of State, acting under powers 
conferred by sections 22(2)(b) of the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004, had 
withdrawn the Berkshire Unitary Authorities Minerals and Waste Core Strategy No reason for 
the withdrawal had been given, but further details were available upon application.

10.
Post Office Building Extension

Confirmation was received that District Council Planning Officers had visited the site and 
retrospective planning application would be submitted for the new display boards around the 
building. It had been pointed out to the numerous objectors that the Parish Council had not 
objected to the signs because they were not featured in the original planning application.

11.
West Berkshire Heritage Forum


A letter was received from the Interim Museum Manager at West Berkshire District Council, 
giving details of the West Berkshire Heritage Forum, and inviting the Parish Council to 
complete a membership form and appoint a representative. Following discussion on the 
relative merits it was resolved that Michael Wright be appointed to represent the Parish 
Council on the West Berkshire Heritage Trust.
