Resolved that the following recommendations be endorsed:

that, subject to acceptable ground conditions, Burghfield Football Club be given 


permission to use the Hatch Recreation Ground for their late summer training 


sessions.

ii.
that, subject to acceptable ground conditions, permission be given for the Hatch Recreation Ground to be used for junior football matches on a pitch not exceeding 60 by 40 yards.

Environment and Recreation Committee
The minutes of the meeting of the Environment and Recreation Committee held on 15th March 2007 were received and the proceedings were endorsed and adopted.
Resolved that the following recommendation be endorsed in regard to the provision of subsidy for the post of PCSO:

that Burghfield Parish Council contribute the amount of the shortfall, £7,000 per 
annum for a minimum of 2 years, in the event that Mortimer Parish Council 
withdraws from the scheme. (Nb. The contribution would need to come from 
reserves, the additional budget provision having been withdrawn when it was 
believed that Mortimer Parish Council would contribute).

The draft minutes of the meetings of the Planning Committee held on 8th and 22nd March 2007 were received and the proceedings were endorsed and adopted.

Skate Board Facilities, Old Recreation Ground
Members gave consideration to a number of observations that had been submitted by the residents of Sun Gardens, and came to the following conclusions.

The fires that had been started at the rear of one of the properties could not be attributed

to the activities on the Old Recreation Ground, and the householder should call the police whenever anti social or criminal behaviour was encountered.

The hours of use of the equipment was subject to ongoing monitoring of the site and a recommendation would be submitted to the Parish Council towards the end of this Summer, when the decision to provide a form of lighting would be resolved.
The indiscriminate parking was an issue that would be referred to the PCSO when in post, as would anti social behaviour.
A report from a West Berkshire District Council Youth Worker at the earlier Annual Parish Meeting had included a request for a planned approach for graffiti to be placed on the equipment. Members were reminded that the Parish Council had previously resolved that no graffiti should be permitted in a rural location, and the District Council had been notified accordingly.

West Berkshire District Council was contemplating letting all of their leisure facilities to one contractor, and the Parish Council, as a major contributor to the Willink Leisure Centre, had been advised of proceedings leading to a preferred supplier.
