yet been received from the Prudential.


Confirmation had not yet been received from the District Council in regard to the tree

surgery in Badgers Glade.

The traffic lights at the Hollybush Lane Reading Road crossroads were reported to be out of sequence. 

Several Environmental matters raised would be referred to the Environment Committee,

including the Clayhill Road hedge and the Parish Council tree planting schedule. The 
heavy vehicle parked on the road side verge alongside the Hatch Recreation Ground had 
caused considerable disturbance to the grass verge, and the situation would be reported to 
the District Council.

plains would be referred to the Planning Committee.

footway/cycleway from the Cunning Man through to the Hatch Area had been

successful. The total value of the scheme had been estimated to be £70,000, and the work would commence during the 2008/9 financial year. 

The Parish Council had been allocated a Solar Powered Vehicle Activated Sign, to be positioned along the Reading Road adjacent to the Chapel Path.
Carol undertook to request the District Council to remove the Graffiti from the Skate Park equipment, to erect the Omers Rise sign and to correct the alignment of the sign at the Reading Road junction with Dean’s Copse Road.

Included in the revised proposals were:

· The operation of standards committees’ powers to make initial assessments of misconduct allegations.

· The operation of other functions by standards committees and the Adjudication Panel in issuing penalties and sanctions.

· The operation of the Standards Board’s revised strategic role to provide supervision, support and guidance to the regime.

· Other matters, such as the rules on the granting of dispensations, the granting of exemptions of posts from political restrictions and the pay of local authority political assistants.
