Parishioners would be very considerably inconvenienced, and the need to visit other locations for important and urgent services appeared to be directly contrary to those advocating less journeys in order to save carbon emissions.
Resolved unanimously that the Parish Council offers full support for the retention of the 




Post Office services in Burghfield.
