District Council Report
 

Dr. Royce Longton reported on the District Council activities of interest to the parish.
Recycling Service. All residents should have received a leaflet outlining the enhanced recycling service that was due to commence on 24 June. Green wheelie bins for garden waste will be provided later in the summer for households wanting the service.

Rural Housing Consultation. All parishioners were urged to participate and make their views known.

There was still no announcement from the Government as to whether it will approve the EIP Panel recommendation that 7,500 additional homes, to be built in south west Reading north of the M4, should be added to West berkshire’s allocation in the South East Plan. It will be most important for local residents to participate in any consultation exercise in regard to the proposals.

Other issues raised were the future of the Area Forums, the Pedestrian Crossing 

across the reading Road, and the Clayhill Road Crossing Patrol.

The slow response to requests for West Berkshire Council to remove graffiti from the skate park equipment was raised as was the condition of the road leading from Berry’s Lane to Kirtons Farm.
