On a local level, the roadside verge on the corner of Reading Road and Hawksworth Road was to be refurbished. A request would be made for the whole of the parish of Burghfield to be included in the alcohol consumption in open spaces ban.

Approval was given to the action taken in allowing a free session for the group disturbed by the work on the ramp construction during a Saturday afternoon.

Members were reminded that there was an outstanding need for major renovations to the hall, which would include the acoustics and the shower block. Once the pavilion project was completed, draft proposals would be prepared.

Skate Board Facilities


A letter dated 11th May had been received from Stewart Souden, Grounds 


Maintenance Manager at West Berkshire District Council, informing that Auclum 

Green was not recommended for use as a skate park. In view of the fact that the District Council owned the site, this was not exactly the wording that had been expected, and the reason for the word “recommended” was to be queried.

Irrespective of the above clarification, it was obvious that the facility would not be allowed to go on to Auclum Green, and the alternatives were discussed. The RoSPA view of the Old Recreation Ground had been short and verbal, due to the lack of precise details in regard to positioning and nature of the proposed structure. The site had been regarded as suitable, subject to a number of assurances.
