District Council Report
 

Dr. Royce Longton had submitted a written report on the District Council activities. The report was distributed and the salient points are shown below.
The District Council was currently consulting on the distribution of new housing in rural areas over the period covered by the South East Plan, i.e. up to 2026.The consultation runs from 2 May to 13 June. Burghfield Common is provisionally classed as a Rural Service Centre with the implication that new housing should be directed to such centres rather than villages with fewer facilities. Parishioners were urged to respond by visiting the local library or by on line at www.westberks.gov.uk/ldfruraloptions 

The new refuse collection service had been delayed until June due to failure in the programme of disseminating information on the new arrangements to local residents.

The District Council’s Speed Limit Review Group had recently given consideration to the speed limit to be placed on the existing length of NSL road along Clayhill Road, and had approved a reduction to 50mph.
