Hatch Allotment and Adjacent Flooding


The entire area of the Hatch Allotments and near by dwellings had again been flooded 

during the exceptionally heavy rain during the latter part of July, and discussion had taken place with West Berkshire District on possible methods of alleviating future damage to property.
Following a detailed examination of the site, and meetings with local residents, a provisional scheme had been drafted, and it was the following information that the Parish Council would be requested to endorse. The work would be undertaken by the District Council as part of the overall flood alleviation scheme, and the costs would be borne by the District Council.
Phase 1 - Enlarge / Dredge the existing pond with the agreement of the Parish Council.

(existing pond is clay lined and is thought to be over 100 years old)

Excavate and re grade all existing ditches that form part of the drainage system 
on the allotment site.

Investigate the possibility of an alternative trash screen arrangement. 
Investigate the possibility of installing a telemetry system to give an early 
warning of potential problems.

Phase 2 - Investigate the benefits of installing a bund to contain any flood waters.


Resolved  that the above work be authorised with the following conditions and that 
Andrew Reynolds, the District Council Senior Engineer, be thanked for his very helpful input to the project.

That the clay lining of the pond be retained with the area extended if 


deemed appropriate.

That the material excavated from the pond and ditches be spread in an even manner on an agreed area, with all unsuitable material being removed from the site.

That the work commences at the earliest opportunity.
