District Council Report


District Councillor Royce Longton reported on District Council activities.

Nominations were being sought for the Young Citizen of the Year. Goal posts had been erected on Auclum Green following a Community Conferencing meeting in Burghfield Village Hall. The Chairman drew attention to the fact that the site was used by the Air Ambulance, and the location of the posts may jeopardise this action.
A formal application had been submitted to the District Council capital fund for the provision of a new footpath from the 30mph limit sign to the Cunning Man.

Other items under discussion included recycling, (does it still exist ?), traffic lights at Hose Hill and a map for the identification of rubbish dumped in the parish.

Chairman’s Questions
There were no questions directed to the Chairman, but Doug Mundy used the occasion to repeat his request for members to remove any illegal notice erected within the parish. He also drew attention to the constant removal of trees without permission, and urged that the practice be stopped forthwith. Parishioners should report any violation without delay.
The formal opening of the Burghfield Millennium Pavilion had taken place on Saturday 3rd September, and had been considered to be an extremely successful occasion. The attendance of John Madejski had added considerable interest, and grateful thanks had been extended to him for his major contribution to the day.

BT Payphones Consultation Letter
The Project Liaison Officer from BT Payphones had written to the Parish Council, setting out the terms and conditions needed to re-align payphone provision to meet customer demand. A précis of the letter led to the conclusion that BT would like to close as many non productive payphones as possible.

The payphone that it was proposed to either remove or convert to cashless use was the one situated at Hatch Lane, Burghfield.

Resolved that BT Payphones be informed that, due to the proximity of the ROF 

    and Aldermaston AWE sites, it was important for all the cash 

    payphones in the parish to remain available. In times of emergency, 

    mobile phone communications could become saturated, or non 

    emergency traffic could be disconnected, leaving only traditional land 

    lines available.

Provision of Skate Board Facilities.

Creation of A Parish Youth Forum

The method of appointment and the procedures for so doing were as yet unknown, but dependant upon the decision, further enquiries would be made.

    conducted into the necessary procedures

The Parish Council had published two editions of the Parish Magazine, and views were sought as to whether there should be further editions. It was agreed that the earlier editions had been well received and numerous compliments had been received, along with the inevitable complaint. The work of the Clerk in producing the earlier editions was recognised, but it was hoped that the Communications Sub Committee would be able to undertake some of the tasks in future.
