The


involvement of the community in determining the essential elements of the plan 


was considered to be a necessity, not withstanding the fact that the parish council 


had co-operated with Planning for Real and had already hosted an Open Day for 


parishioners.

The character of Burghfield was briefly explored, and it was explained that appearance and design were more important than traffic issues. Tree planting and preservation was important in a rural community.


Further examination of design concepts, affordable housing and off street parking were all issues that would need detailed consideration.
The conclusions from the session were as follows:

· Phil would run 2 workshops, involving the participation of parishioners outside the parish council.

· The provisional dates for the workshops were agreed as being 27 September and 8 November

· The Parish Council would advertise and try to attract parishioners to attend he workshops.
