8.
West Berkshire Local Development Framework


Information was received that West Berkshire District Council had prepared a Core Strategy as part of its Local Development Framework (LDF) which it proposes to submit to the Secretary of State later this year. The Proposed Submission Core Strategy and Proposals Maps would be published for consultation from Friday 26 February 2010 until Friday 9th April 2010.


Simultaneously, the Council is also consulting the public on the Sustainability Appraisal of the Core Strategy.


The Core Strategy is the lead document within the LDF and sets out the Council’s vision, objectives and spatial planning strategy for the District. When adopted it will be a development plan document (DPD) and will be the basis for all subsequent documents produced as part of the LDF. The accompanying Sustainability Appraisal is a statutory document and must assess the methodology, objectives and conclusions of the Core Strategy and assess how sustainable the document is.


The Proposed Submission Core Strategy and supporting documents are available on the Council’s website www.westberks.gov.uk/ldf as downloadable pdfs.
