Declarations of Interest

There were no foreseeable items on the agenda that would require a member to declare either

Minutes of the last meeting of the Committee

The minutes of the last meeting of the Village Hall Management Committee held on 21 May 2009, having been circulated, were confirmed a true and correct record and signed by the Chairman.

Matters Arising on the Minutes


The ceremony for the opening of the refurbished village hall had been attended by 
councillors, parishioners and users and had been considered a very successful event. Visitors 
were shown all of the refurbished work and many favourable comments were received.

The furniture had been purchased, the items in the new meeting room being considered to 
be ideal for the requirements. There was still an outstanding issue in regard to the rigidity of 
the legs on the tables in the main hall.


Councillor Stephen James asked for further information on the letting facilities and undertook 
to prepare a chart if the Village Hall Manager supplied the raw data.

Village Hall Manager’s Report


Catherine Redding reviewed some of the administrative procedures recently encountered.


A letting had resulted in the new meeting room having the carpet and chairs stained, requiring 
professional treatment. An invoice for the cost of the treatment had been sent to the hirer.


Delivery of the coffee machine was expected within the next two weeks.


The back up facilities to ensure that hirers could get in at the time of their booking was being 
reviewed. There was a need to ensure that the hall was available whilst at the same time 
restricting the issue of keys. Catherine was requested to review the numbers of hirers with 
keys and submit details to the next meeting.

Review of Hire Charges


The hire rates for the three rooms within the village hall was reviewed and it was resolved 
that the charges 
as set out in the attached schedule be applied with effect from 1 November 
2009.

Opening Ceremony for the Refurbished Village Hall 


The Chairman was of the opinion that the recently refurbished village hall, culminating in the 
opening ceremony, was worthy of a plaque to commemorate the event. The Clerk to the 
Parish Council had been asked to perform the ceremony, an honour that was unique, and it 
was agreed that the occasion should be suitably recorded. Resolved that a plaque be erected 
in the village hall to commemorate the refurbishment opening ceremony.

Remaining Contract and Refurbishment Issues

The specification for the final upgrade, within the mens toilets off the foyer, had been agreed,


and the work had been scheduled to commence at the beginning of November.


The snagging list for the work undertaken so far had been prepared and the details would be 
reviewed and agreed with the contractors early next month.


The alterations to the store cupboard would be deferred pending further consideration of the 
needs of the hirers in conjunction with the space available.
