Declarations of Interest

There were no foreseeable items on the agenda that would require a member to declare either 

a personal or prejudicial interest. 

2.
Minutes of the last meeting of the Committee

The minutes of the last meeting of the Village Hall Management Committee held on 22 October  2009, having been circulated, were confirmed a true and correct record and signed by the Chairman.

Matters Arising on the Minutes


The Village Hall Manager had produced information on the hall lettings up to the end of the 
current financial year, and Councillor Stephen James would now be able to prepare a chart of 
the actual lettings as compared with the time available.


The invoice sent to a hirer for the stains on the new carpet and the chairs had been paid.


The coffee machine had been delivered and was installed in the new kitchenette. 


Details of the keys of the car park gates and the doors to the village hall were made available.


An evaluation of the needs of the hirers with equipment kept in the village had led to the 
conclusion that there was no need for the store room to be reconfigured.

Village Hall Manager’s Report

The Village Hall Manager, Catherine Redding, submitted her report on issues relating to the 
running of the hall. Among the items raised were:


No request had been received from West Berkshire Council’s Youth Department for the 
contribution towards the use of the hall for the weekly youth club for the year commencing 1 
April 2010.


A problem associated with the legs on the new tables had been satisfactorily resolved. 
Replacement tables had been obtained at a greatly reduced cost and the defective ones would 
be made available to low usage outlets.


Two new notice boards had been ordered, one to replace the decayed exterior and a new 
enclosed board for inside the foyer. 


The hearing loop equipment had been returned to the manufacturer for replacement and upon 
return would be extended to include the new West Wing meeting room. 

5.
Village Hall Car Park 


Following consideration of the use of the village hall car park for customers of the post office, 
it was resolved that the existing agreement would continue, with two spaces on the village 
hall car park being available to customers using the post office facilities at the post office 
situated on the corner of Recreation Road. There would be no intention of permitting the car 
parking facilities to be controlled by other than Parish Council employees.

6.
Village Hall Refurbishment


Work on the male toilet off the main entrance foyer had been satisfactorily concluded and this


marked the completion of the major items included in the comprehensive project to convert 
the shower block into administrative and hire accommodation, refit the kitchen, improve the 
acoustics and generally bring the hall up to modern requirements throughout.  Some minor 
works remained, including the provision of curtains in the new meeting room and decoration 
of the corridor ceiling, and these items were in hand. The modifications to the exterior 
lighting systems would be completed when all the available options had been evaluated.


Thanks were extended to the contractors, Cranston and Hamblin, who had shown good 
quality work throughout the entire project, and to the village Hall Manager who had dealt 
extremely competently with the numerous hire issues that had arisen during the work period.
