Declarations of Interest

There were no foreseeable items on the agenda that would require a Member to declare either a personal or prejudicial interest.

Minutes of the last meeting of the Committee

The minutes of the last meeting of the Village Hall Management Committee held on 18th October 2007, having been circulated, were confirmed a true and correct record and signed by the Chairman.

Matters Arising on the Minutes


The shed for the Toddlers Group had been erected at the rear of the village hall.

4.
Village Hall Manager’s Report

Catherine Redding reported on current activities. The curtains had been ordered and delivery was expected in the near future. The roof damaged by the attempt to remove the lead flashing had been repaired and the external extractor fan, most probably damaged in the attack on the roof, was also scheduled for repair.

Reports had been received about boisterous activities in the car park during and after the Youth Club hiring of the Hall on Monday evenings. It was agreed that PCSO Steve Innes be requested to visit the hall on Monday evenings when his shift duties permitted.
The damaged disabled parking notice had been located and would be re-erected.

5.
To consider the way forward in relation to the stage 2 work on the conversion of the shower block and main building acoustics.

The last meeting of the Committee had received details of the work to be

scheduled in order to complete the refurbishment of  the Village Hall. The details 

were as listed below.

i.
Conversion of the existing heating system into a modern energy saving 


configuration, serving all parts of the building.

ii.
Provision of a new suspended ceiling to assist in the alleviation of the bad 


acoustics in the main and small halls.

iii.
Refurbishment of the kitchen and renewal of the appliances.

iv.
Conversion of the changing room facilities into a new meeting room.

v.
Addition of a new covered entrance to the new meeting room.

vi.
Underpinning of subsidence to the front of the village hall.

The priorities agreed at the last meeting were that item vi be undertaken when the details of the exercise had been fully completed and that estimates be sought for items i and ii.

Difficulties had been experienced with obtaining the estimates for the heating and acoustics work, and because of the close relationship between the two it had been necessary to review the requirements, especially in regard to the importance of the ducted air system which catered for both warm and cool air. The latter was especially important, bearing in mind the planning condition that the hall windows must be kept closed even in the summer.
Revised estimates were being obtained for all other work, and the refurbishment of the kitchen would be included in the overall costs.

Following a discussion on the merits of radiated water heating and ducted warm air, and taking into account the information in regard to the need to be able to import fresh air from outside the building, it was recommended that the Parish Council be requested to approve the provision of ducted air for the new heating system, utilising the existing ceiling ducting which would be lagged and fitted with sound baffles. Meetings with tenderers had not provided totally satisfactory answers to the heating of the Hall if radiators were the only means of heating. The specification for the heating system would ensure that it complied with the latest modern energy saving attributes.
The delay experienced in undertaking Parish Council work during the latter part of the financial year had resulted in an under spend, and it was recommended that an amount of £80,000 be earmarked in the year end accounts for the Village Hall Refurbishment Fund.
